Piaget’s views on concept formation

Piaget was a Swiss educator. He was a naturalist and a biologist by
training. At any early age of 22, he obtained his doctoral degree in Zoology on
‘Mollusks of Valias’. He neither undertook any formal study nor passed any
examination in psychology. However he is regarded as one of the pioneers in
psychological investigation. He read philosophy, psychology, sociology etc.
very deeply. He pursued clinical research at the Alferd Binet Laboratory at
Paris. By observing, dissecting and experimenting with children, he developed
his educational theory regarding learning by children. His work as a Professor
of child psychology at the University of Geneva made him famous throughout
the world.

Piaget began his study of child development with the careful observation
on his own three children. From this beginning his investigations were
gradually extended to other children. These investigations resulted in the
publications of a large number of papers and books.

% Two Aims of Education :- Piaget stressed the following aims of
education:

1) The principal goal of education is to create men who are capable of

doing new things, not simply repeating what other generations have
done. Education should create men who are creators, inventors and

discoverers.

2) The second aim of education is to form minds which can be critical, ¢

can verify and do not accept everything they are offered.

% Piaget’s Views on Various Aspects of Learning

1) Meaning of Learning. Learning includes the wide range of activities.
Rigid distinctions like classroom for instruction, laboratory for
practicals, recess for amusement, mathematics for developing
computational ability, athletics for strengthening the body muscles
etc. are unnecessary. Piaget’s approach helps to tie together what
have been treated as separate subjects.

2) Role of Learner’'s Actions. Action stresses the role of active
exploration. A child is active when he stares at objects. A child is
active when he stares at an organism. A child is active when he
studies his body parts. A child is active when he lifts something. A
child is active when he carries things. A child is active when he
arranges things. Children are usually active for most of their time.
There is no doubt that some of these activities may be rather aimless

or unnecessary. However, most of these activities are purposeful.

L 3) Role of Practice. An important part of Piagetian model is repetition of
3 an act by a child.

Concepts are the products of a long history of action. A child may"{‘ 'y

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take three or more days to complete a puzzle. Each day he appears to h

go through the same sequence. Child’s actions upon the environmentys

are repeated again and again with slight modifications each time.

[~ Piaget depicts the child as somewhat slower and methodical and 3
systematic in acquisition of new ideas.

4) Motivation. According to Piaget, a learner desires to reduce his
internal conflicts by keeping his thoughts harmonious and in
equilibrium. It is only through playing, imitating, exploring and
questioning that a child gradually comes to distinguish the
achievable from non-achievable, and logical from the illogical. To
Piaget, the progress towards this end is an inherent a property of
cognitive style as are eating, drinking and breathing in the
physiological field.

5) Memory. Memory is a symbolic representation of how the child has
schematized what he saw. Experiments conducted by Piaget reveal
that after six months, 61 percent of the children from 4-8 years of age
regressed in their memory ability if tested by recall or evocation.

A reconstruction test involving the child with some material showed
regression in 4-5 years olds but 48 percent progression among 6-7
years old. Piaget holds that recognition is perceptual and
reconstruction is internalized imitation. Each experiment reveals that
the pattern of accuracy, improvement and regression (Gradual loss of
memory) is determined by initial conceptual understanding and is

altered by new understandings.

% % Implications of Piaget’s Views.
1) A child’s development is retarded if he is not allowed a fairly wide
sensory and motor experience in his early years.
2) Real events and concrete objects play an important role in learning.
3) In science and mathematics, learning from physical environment is
more important than what is learnt from people, books or television.
4) A teacher should arouse curiosity of the child through planned
activities.
5) Children should be treated as children.
6) Children should be made active.
7) Children like to find out by themselves by their own spontaneous
activity.
8) Children learn speedily if we provide concrete material to them.
% Piaget's Theory of Cognitive Development (Intellectual Development)
Piaget asserts that learning is a function of development. For Piaget
cognitive development, intellectual development and development of
intelligence are more or less synonymous.
Intelligence is regarded as a way of behaving. Behaving is reflected in an
individual’s ‘adaptation’ to the environment. Adaptation takes place through
the interaction of ‘assimilation and accommodation’. An intelligent behaviour

requires a balance between assimilation and accommodation. This balance is

", called “equilibrium’.
- ‘Assimilation” implies incorporation of something from the environment.

r‘i"New ideas, concepts and stimuli are taken in and incorporated into one’s*’ i
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_ existing set of scheme.” A scheme is the organised pattern of behavior which the",
b +ichild develops when he is engaged in any activity. For example when a child IS‘L .
= engaged in sucking, there is a certain pattern of movements of the cheeks, lips 4
V' and hands. When a child is confronted with a new object, he will try to
understand the new object by applying his old scheme to it. He grasps. He
adapts himself to a new object by assimilating it. His old scheme does not
change in the process.

‘Accommodation” involves modification or change in some elements of
an old scheme or learning a new scheme which is more appropriate for the new
objects. A baby who has already got a scheme of sucking mother’s breast
accommodates to the object placed in the mouth- finger, nipple, pencil, a toy-
depending on its shape, form and the size. The baby develops a new scheme or
a modified scheme. This is called ‘accommodation’.

Thus a baby assimilates when he understands and perceives the new in the
light of his old perceptions. A baby forms a new scheme when he modifies or
changes his old perception to suit the new. This implies adjusting or
accommodating. In this way a baby forms new structures or new schemes and
consequently develops cognivity. A reference has already been made to the four
periods of cognitive development.

%+ Educational Implications of Piaget’s Cognitive Theory of Development

1) It provides a broad developmental perspective to the educator for

building a curriculum for the pre-school children.

1)What gives our Eyes their colour?

The eye is one of the most remarkable organ in our body. It is usually
linked to superbly designed camera when people want to explain how we can
see an object, the light waves entering our eyes is focused on the retina by our
lens. To regulate the light coming in, we have the iris and the pupil of the eyes.
Iris is the circle of colour and the pupil is the black dot in the centre .When we
look into someone’s eyes the colour we see in the iris. The reason for this is that
the fibres of iris have pigment in them to protect the iris against light. The back
part of the iris has the most of pigments, the front part has none since the front
part is very transparent and absorbs the red and yellow light waves as they
pass through it, the light reflected from the pigmented part appears blue. The
blue colour is just a reflection of pigment from back part of iris. If pigments do
not develop in the front part of iris in later years the iris continuous to look blue
all through life. But if pigments do develop in the front of iris, then it becomes
brown.

2) What is long sightedness?

Eye is an organ of vision. It is very delicate organ the two common
defects of the eye are long sightedness and short sightedness. A person who can
see far- off objects clearly but cannot see nearby objects clearly is suffering from

long sightedness or hypermetrophia. A person sees a far-off object clearly

because its image is formed off the retina but can’t see a nearby object clearly &
* because its image is formed behind retina. Long sightedness can’t be cared but

It is also a common defect of eyes. If a person is suffering from short
sightedness or myopia, he can see a nearby objects clearly. The person can see a
nearby object clearly because the image is formed on retina but cannot see a far-
off object clearly because its image is formed in front of the retina. Short
sightedness can’t be cured but can be corrected by using spectacles or concave
lens. When concave lens is placed in front of eyes, the rays coming from a far-
off object are diverged by the concave lens and image is able to see far-off
objects clearly.

4) What protects our eyes?

The eye is organ of vision. It is very delicate organ which needs
protection. Tears, eyelids, eyelashes and eyebrows protects our eyes in their
own way. The eyelashes are 2 rows of stiff hair around each eye. They help to
trap and prevent any large objects that comes too close to eyes from entering
your eyes. The eyelids are muscles that can open and close. The eyelids in direct
contact with spinal cord. When suddenly you have any object approaching
your eyes which can injure it or when your eyes are exposed to very bright light
the reflex action makes you close your eyes by eyelids. Any dust or dirt that
tries to reach your eyes is removed when you blink. The eyebrows form 2
layers of protective hairs above your forehead from entering eyes. The tears kill

the bacterial microorganisms and also keep the eye moist.

'Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan' was born on 5 September 1888 at a village
near Thiruttani, in Tamil Nadu. His father's name was Sarvepalli Veeraswami
and his mother's name was Sitamma. He was married to Sivakamu. He had his
early education in Christians Missionary Institution in Tamil Nadu. He
obtained his B.A. and M.A. degrees from Madras Christian College.

He worked for some time as Assistant Lecturer in Logic at Madras
Presidency College, and then, became the Professor of Philosophy at the
University of Mysore. Sir Ashutosh Mukherjee, the renowned vice-chancellor of
Kolkata University, offered him the King-George V chair of Mental and Moral
Science when Radhakrishnan was only 30 years old.

During 1931-1936 Radhakrishnan was the vice chancellor of Andhra
University. Then he worked as a professor in Eastern Religion and Ethics at
Oxford University for about three years. During 1939-1948, he was the Vice
chancellor of the Benares Hindu University. He wrote many articles and books
on religion and philosophy. He delivered lectures in many countries of the
world.

Dr. Sarvapalli Radhakrishnan was a staunch believer of education, and
was the well-known diplomat. He was a great Philosopher. He was also a great
freedom fighter. He had a deep love for the profession of teaching. When India

became independent in 1947, Radhakrishnan was elected as the first Vice

%3 President of India in 1952. He was elected as the second President of India after g&

Dr. Rajendra Prasad. During 1952-62, Radhakrishnan was the Vice President, of "'-:
